However, the L10 combination may not consist of any of your L10, 16-18, or L10, 14-15 team
members.)

2. Multi Optional Level. You may combine Level 8, Level 9 & Level 10 (sr. &or Jr.), gymnasts to
form a team. Teams must consist of at least 3 gymnasts. Top 3 scores for each event determine

award placement. (As with the Level 10 combo, you may enter Sr. & Jr. Level 10°s, Level 9’s and Level 8’s in
their respective Level team competition, but your “multi optional level” team may not consist of any of the team
members from those specific Level teams.) Y ou must name your “multi optional level” team.
